A LOCAL LAW ESTABLISHING A FEE FOR MAILING NOTICE OF SALE OR 

TRANSFER OF OWNERSHIP OF RESIDENTIAL PROPERTY 
 

 BE IT ENACTED by the County Legislature of the County of Cattaraugus as follows: 

Section 1.   Legislative Intent.  The purpose of this local law is to establish a fee, to be charged by the 

Cattaraugus County Clerk, to cover the cost of mailing written notices of conveyances to the owners of record. 

Section 2.   Declaration of intent.  In accordance with Section 291 of the Real Property Law, as amended by 

Chapter 641 of the Laws of 2019, the Cattaraugus County Clerk is required, where applicable, to provide written 

notice to the title owner of record of a conveyance to a new owner.  

Section 3.   Fee for Notices of Conveyance.  The Cattaraugus County Clerk shall charge a fee of $10.00 per 

document for notifying property owners of record that a conveyance of residential real property was recorded and 

is maintained in the County Clerk’s Office.  

Section 4.   Severability.  If any provision of this Local Law shall be adjudged by any court of competent 

jurisdiction to be invalid, then such adjudication, shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remainder thereof, but 

shall be confined in its operation to the particular provision directly involved in the controversy in which such 

judgment shall have been rendered.
